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1 Reason for Change

This contribution provides the revised text for the data management and call control extension interface according to the study given by OMA-ARC-NGSI-2009-0030-INP.

1) Part of the functionalities on “policies used for authorization related to Communication Services” corresponding to the IDC-001 to IDC-004 can be realized by the Call Call Extention interface. Thus, this contribution proposes to remove the description from Data Management and put it under Call Control Extension interface with the revised wording.
2) Part of the functionalities on “policies used for authorization related to Communication Services” corresponding to the requirements in Preference is all relavant to call handling.
As such policy and rule settings are already defined by Parlay-X Part 10, we proposes to have suc, as the same type of functionalities should not be split in multiple places.
3) There are no requirements identified other than above two.
Note this contribution is against the expected version of AD, updated by incorporating the agreed CR-32 and CR-33.
Thus this contribution proposes the removal of “policies used for authorization related to Communication Services” from NGSI-1 Interface and put the appropriate text in NGSI-3 and NGSI-5.

· For chained call establishment based on an application-defined target address order (e.g. FindMe function trying a special order of targeted devices). 
· For simultaneous call establishments to several application-defined target addresses. 
· Call handling rules
· for providing one or multiple alternative target addresses in addition to the original address of the participant.
