This operation allows sending a set of Context Information, related attributes and metadata.
The optional UpdatePreference can be used to indicate the preferred behaviour for the update operation. If not present, the default operation is the update. 

When the specified operation can not be performed, the default “update” operation is performed. The operation actually performed will be indicated as a part of Error Code parameter of the return.
