8.1.3.1.1.x Operation: RecordConference
The invocation of RecordConference requests to record conference during the multi-media conference call identified by callSessionIdentifier, the result of record conference is returned by RecordConference response based on the multimedia conference service



An application can initiate recording of conference for any attendees list by specifying the Participants parameter which  includes pairs of participants and their role in the conference (e.g. chairman, scribe, etc) in the multi-media conference call. If this parameter is not specified, implies to record all the participants of the conference.

An application can initiate the recording of conference at any time by specifying the starttime and endtime parameter.
An application can identify the recorded content by specifying the ContentIdentifier [3GPP TS 29.199-21] parameter. If  this parameter is not specified, implies to record new content and system will create new ContentIdentifier for recorded content.

An application can indicate whether recorded data is appended or not to a location if a content resource already exists by specifying the append parameter. It is used with ContentIdentifier at the initiation of  recording operation.

An application can start or stop the recording of conference by using starttime and endtime parameters or reuse NGSI-4 Operation: ChangeCallSessionRecording. 

An application can reuse NGSI-4 Operation: GetCallSessionRecordingStatus to get the status of recording of conference

An application can reuse NGSI-4 Operation: RetrieveRecordedCallSessionMedia to retrieve one or more Media of a conference.
