8.1.3.1.1.x Operation: SideConference
The invocation of SideConference request to operate side/child conference of the multi-media conference call identified by callSessionIdentifier and SideConferenceIdentifier, the result of side/child conference is returned by SideConference response based on the multimedia conference service.

The optional parameter Sideconferencemode specifies the side/child conference mode information, such as Audio side conference, Video side conference, Data side conference, Telepresence side conference, IM side conference, WEB side conference etc.

The parameter Participants specifies the participants who attend side/child conference. The participants can be also the main conference’s participants, that meanings the side/child conference is internal side/child conference. If there is any participant from outside, not in main conference, that meanings the side/child conference is external side/child conference.

An application can specify the operation for side/child conference using the parameter SideConferenceOperation, the operation can be create, inquiry, update or delete.
