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1 Reason for Contribution

At the F2F meeting in LA, we started a discussion regarding how to release interfaces. So far, NGSI was intended to provide abstract API, besides those are partially based on Parlay X existing interfaces as extensions.
Given the parallel ongoing REST binding WI for selected interfaces, the question is to which extend NGSI interfaces will be provided with respective bindings.

Note: Several other open questions like “does OMA proposes a single set of APIs?” is out of scope of ARC NGSI group; additionally there are activities to APIs in the BoD providing later more guidance to the right approach.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides the status of opinion collection and proposes a binding concept for NGSI interfaces.
3 Detailed Proposal

(1) Binding selection for NGSI interfaces:
Bindings currently in discussion are SOAP and REST. While some NGSI functionalities are extensions to existing Parlay X interfaces, to which the SOAP binding fits well, we also have new interfaces. We therefore propose to define the binding selection on a per interfaces basis:

(2) Realization of NGSI interface bindings:

Another issue is the realization of the respective bindings. The NGSI V1.0 WID does not restrict to define only abstract interfaces. This decision had been discussed during the RD phase, in the light, that ARC started different activities on binding and profiling.

We have 2 options:

· Provide the bindings as part of NGSI V1.0
· Go for an further WID focussing o n the bindings for NGSI V1.0

If the commitment of respective companies to provide the input within the next 2 months is given, we propose:
For DECISION:

· Provide the bindings as part of NGSI V1.0

The NGSI timeline has already passed the original planning due to the lengthy ADRR phase from Nov-Jan.  If the NGSI group decided to go for the bindings, the respective company commitment should be given in the WISPR slippage request to reason the further delay.
