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1 Reason for Contribution

To followup on the action item assigned to CD, re the input from CD on NGSI relation to CD enablers.
2 Summary of Contribution

A review of NGSI with comments and areas for further discussion/collaboration between ARC and CD.
3 Detailed Proposal

The NGSI WID contains the key statements re uniqueness “This NGSI work item is currently the only activity at international scale aiming for a new planned API activity and brings a phased, topic-driven API development work on its way. The focus is not limited to mobile networks only and considers cooperation with other SDOs as needed if the work aimed for goes beyond the scope of OMA service enablers.” It’s understood, appreciated, and supported that the vision for NGSI is to facilitate service innovation through bundling of OMA enabler capabilities into new API’s. With that understanding as foundation, this contribution seeks to clarify concerns earlier expressed by CD delegates re the overlap of NGSI with CD enablers as some of the OMA service enablers and the need for reuse of those that fit within the scope of NGSI.
Of the NGSI functional components, the following relate to the indicated CD enablers as described. In these areas, the NGSI interfaces should be designed for reuse and synergy (e.g. functional coverage and syntax/semantic consistency) with the related features of the CD enablers as described:

· Call Control and Configuration: This component addresses equivalent capabilities of the CMR enabler, e.g. the extensions “RingbackMedia” and “AlertingMedia”.

· Context Management: Most clearly related to a specific CD enabler, this component addresses equivalent capabilities of the DPE enabler and elements of the Push and DCD enablers as used in the context of their content-delivery services. In particular, the DPE-3 interface provides essentially equivalent capabilities to many of the operations of the context management interface, e.g. query, subscribe. The DPE-2 interface provides equivalent functions for the update operation. As well, there are a variety of features of DPE that would be usefully exposed through the Context Management API, e.g. the ability to define context property groups and policies. Note that while DPE principally relates to “device profile” as an evolution of the context information provided by UAProf, the concept of any generic “principle or entity” having context information is easily applied to DPE, in particular the ability to manage the identity of a device (as a type of entity) can be used to extend DPE to any entity that can be uniquely identified, thus have “state”.
· Service Registration and Discovery: This component addresses equivalent capabilities of the DCD enabler as exposed through the DCD-CPR interface and DCD-3 interface, e.g. the ability of Content Providers to define the characteristics of services, and the ability of clients to discover services via query or notification.
NGSI functional components with no directly related CD enablers:

· Data Configuration and Management: this rather generically named function group (a more precise name is recommended) seems to most closely relate to XDM.
· Multimedia List Handling
· Identity Control

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5 Recommendation

A detailed review and alignment of the NGSI interfaces with the indicated CD enablers is recommended. More specifically, OMA (and ARC especially) should ensure that groups working on enablers clearly aligned with the intent of API’s (e.g. most clearly here, in the intent of the DPE enabler) are actively involved in the definition of those API’s.
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
