Those comments were discussed during the ADRR comments resolution phase, taking into account the value of this proposal and opportunity to extend the scope to non-XML documents as suggested, and at the end of the discussion the Group agreed to accept the suggestion and finally agreed document [1] that close those comments (during the NGSI CC on January 26, see [2]). The final agreed wording linked to those requirements in the NGSI AD ([3]) section “5.3.1 Data Configuration and Management” now reads:

The Data Configuration and Management component supports NGSI interface messages for the following functions:

· Management (i.e. create, read, update, delete) of data 

· Subscription management of notifications regarding updates to data

·  Notifications regarding updates to data. 

The data supported can be of the type of XML or non-XML data.

This component exposes the NGSI-1, NGSI-2 and NGSI-3 interfaces.

During the ARC NGSI CC on April 1st, action 2010-A010 has been assigned to Telecom Italia to deal with this item:

· Antonio/TIM to update the RD to reflect to cover XML and non-XML document.
