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1 Reason for Change

NGSI interfaces are defined as abstract interfaces, and with this no IOP testing is planned. Those can be considered after the definition of the respective bindings.
Subsequently, the TS documents do not need to have SCR tables as those are the basis for the definition of the testing requirements. Also the related ERDEF definitions in the ERELD are not needed.
This CR provides 3 changes applicable for all TS and ERELD as indicated:

1) For all TS: addition to the scope

2) For all TS: modification to appendix B (SCR tables)

3) For ERELD: Removal of SCR related sections in the ERELD
