Command

The Command parameter indicates the command type of each request. To return a result to the OSPE requester, the Command parameter MUST use RESULT.

CommandID

· The numeric identity of command, this is used to uniquely identify each command. The CommandID is created by the requester and MUST be unique during the whole session between the requester and the server. Since the CommandID is used for the response message to identify previous related request, it may equally between two sessions.
· 
ReferenceID

The ReferenceID is used to refer corresponding requesting command. When a response message was issued by the server, the message MUST contain the ReferenceID and the ReferenceID MUST equal with the corresponding requesting MessageID. (e.g. If the requesting MessageID is “1”, the response message MUST contain ReferenceID which the same number – “1”)
· 
ServiceID (Service Identifier)

The Service Identifier indicates the target service which point out by OSPE requester.

Status

The Status indicates the result of last deactivation request.
