Progressing PEEM TS.
2 Summary of Contribution

There are 3 issues open related to PEEM TS examples (PEM1-4, PEM2-2, PEL-4). The contribution proposes to close all 3 issues without any changes to the PEEM TSs, with the following justification:

· for PEM1-4, the only templates identified so far are for Internal Policy Reference and External Policy References, which are pretty much self evident and don’t need examples. Examples will come forward as we advance into CBCS and GPM. Also, there is another broader issue PEM1-1 (XML Metadata Template) under which we could provide any example, if so decided.

· For PEM2-2, the operations of create/modify/delete/view are very simple. Any examples are not needed, since we refer to XDM.

· For PEL-4, I suggest an example of a policy is only useful, when we talk about a particular resource. In our case, the stringent ones are related to CBCS and/or GPM enablers. My proposal is to not address examples in PEL TS, but rather in those enablers that re-use PEEM. In particular since extensions may be necessary, which may not be yet available in the PEEM TS.
