Reason for Contribution

This contribution suggests to express several typical usage for integrating Parlay and OSE, The aim of the usage is to provide some guidance to the relationship and deployment when reuse parlay system into OSE.  OMA-ARC-2006-0363R01-INP_PIOSE_Relationship.ppt is discussed in Athens meeting and comments are collected. This contribution is based on the discussion of 363. 

Summary of Contribution

Typical usages for integrating Parlay and OSE are listed to give guidance about the relationship of Parlay and OSE. 

Detailed Proposal

6. OMA WG and Enabler usage of Parlay

….

Several usage scenarios are given to show some guidance about the relationship between Parlay X/Parlay and OSE and how to integrate Parlay X/ Parlay in OSE. 

 1)  In this case, Parlay SCF and Parlay X Web service components can be considered at the same level as OMA enabler implementation in OSE. It exposes Parlay X API to the applications which can be considered as I0 in OSE. Palay X uses web service as the binding technology, Parlay SCFs interact with PE/Application through Parlay X interface.

2) In this case, OMA Enabler implementation makes use of Parlay/Parlay X components. Parlay/Parlay X exposes standard API to Applications, and this is realized through OMA Enabler implementation. E.g, Parlay Location implementation can use OMA Location Enabler implementation to implement location service.
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3) In this case, Parlay X/Parlay is used to support OMA enabler implementation. The API which is exposed by Parlay is considered as I2 for OMA enabler implementations. E.g, maybe some new OMA enabler implementations could use Parlay / Parlay X Call Control API.
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4) When similar functions are supported by Parlay/Parlay X components and OSE enabler implementations at the same time, API adaptor transfers the form from I0 of OMA enabler to the form of Parlay API. API Adaptor could be considered as a new OMA enabler implementation. Thus for example, an existing application which uses Parlay capabilities can use OMA enabler implementations as well. 
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5) When similar functions are supported by Parlay/Parlay X components and OSE enabler implementation at the same time, a mechanism in the network, which is depicted as PIOSE integration in the figure, selects the corresponding Parlay/Parlay X components or OMA enabler implementation based on the request from the network and policy (e.g., workload balance).  
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In all the figures, examples of elements in Network are SMS-C, MMS-C, WAP Push Proxy or an e-mail server. The dashed oval Network which includes the core control functions and Elements is out of the scope.
