Action item PSA-2008-A014 reads: “Musa to ask Ultan Mulligan for the version numbers of the WSDL files”. OMA ARC needs to understand this versioning scheme when preparing CRs to 3GPP CT Plenary for updating the Parlay X WSDL files. The following information is obtained from the ETSI expert:

In 3GPP, the Release-7 Parlay X files had version numbers 3_0 or 3_1 etc, corresponding to Parlay X 3. Logically, even though Parlay X 4 will not exist because Parlay Group Inc. doesn’t exist, 3GPP Release-8 should increment the version numbers to 4_0. The first number (3, 4 etc.) refers to the major release (Parlay 3, Parlay 4, i.e. Rel-7, Rel-8 respectively). The second number is the version of that specific file, starting with 0.  It does NOT correspond to Parlay X 3.0, 3.1 etc.

Some files such as common data types will cause a ripple through update in each WSDL file in all specs, because a specific version was referred to in each file. But won’t be an issue where everything goes to 4_0 at once. In 3GPP, there should never be any CR agreed to make technical changes to the Parlay X interfaces without a corresponding WSDL file update.

Note that the version numbers exist not just in the filename, but also in the WSDL code describing the namespace at the top of each WSDL or XML file, and also in clause 5 of each 3GPP Parlay X spec which describes the namespace. So, if you update the filenames, you have to update the version numbers inside the WSDL files also, and also update clause 5 of each spec describing the namespace.  Which requires CRs because if you modify the WSDL that constitutes a technical change (the WSDL is the spec), and anyway the Word document contents change.  Basically you need a CR per spec to add the new WSDL, with new file names, new WSDL contents (new namespace) and modified clause 5 of each spec, and each spec will go to version 8.1.0 in 3GPP.
