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1 Reason for Contribution

For Messaging services, an application can invokes Parlay-X API to send short message to many addresses by using an address set (Addresses). If an address appears several times in the address set, this address will receive the same message several times. Which meanings, the application will send the same message to an end-user duplicatedly. For avoiding this situation, service providers should reject the operation of application based on the Service policies., Based on the analysis we propose to add a new ‘Service policies - MessagingAddressesDuplicationSupport’ whether support Messaging Addresses Duplication or not .
