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1 Reason for Contribution

 The application invokes Parlay-X API to send send a message (SMS or Multimedia message) to an address or many addresses by using an address set. But, sending message to many addresses by using an address set needs more high performance to the system. Maybe, we should consider to provide different levels of service for different levels of application. Based on the analysis we propose to add a new PolicyException to the chapter 10.2 PolicyException to manage the service providing to application.
