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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes updates to the RC API RD to implement the work split between GSMA RCS and OMA ARC.

Actually, RCS requires to keep ownership of their requirements.

Note that:

· the RCS requirements will be split, to be addressed in two separate WIDs (one for the “I0” (RC_API), one for  the “+P” (Autho4API))
· OMA plans to develop a solution that will address the RCS requirements, but may be more general (i.e. may address additional requirements)

· There will be a phase of comment resolution between OMA and RCS w.r.t. the RCS requirements

This CR assumes the work mode as follows:

· RCS publishes their requirements as a GSMA RCS public document 

· OMA normatively references this GSMA RCS public document, and references applicable individual tagged requirements from this document in the applicable sections of the OMA RD 

· OMA may add RC-API requirements in addition to those referenced from GSMA RCS document
·

As the content of the latest document OMA-RD-RC_ APIs -V1_0-20110122-D is broken, it is suggested to use OMA-RD-RC_ APIs -V1_0-20110121-D as the baseline for this CR. Note that the latest document contains a few RCS requirements rewritten by OMA in defunct tables. 
It is suggested as part of this CR to not keep such content because those requirements will be updated in RCS in discussion with OMA. 
R01 updates the description of the work mode above and adds Ericsson as co-signer. No changes to the attachment.
