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1 Reason for Change

This document proposes adding resources for start/stop delivery receipt notification to SMS REST API. 

· There is resource for client notification about outbound message delivery status, but resources for start/stop the notification is missing in Doc.41R02. Although this notification can be invoked by using receiptRequest parameter of the OutboundMessageReference, resources for managing the notification are needed and ParlayX supports as the explicit operations such as StartDeliveryReceiptNotification and StopDeliveryReceiptNotification.
· The operations for start/stop delivery receipt notification is included in SMS API of PXProf, and also included in Doc.69R01 (Vodafone’s proposal). 
Therefore, the resources for managing the notification should be added to the current version of SMS REST API for consistency.
