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1 Reason for Change

This CR aligns the notification mechanism in TS TerminalLocation with TSs SMS and MMS and fixes a few Notification-related issues.

1) In section 5.1, it is stated that a TerminalLocation can be sent as Notification. This is wrong -  only SubscriptionCancellationNotification and SubscriptionNotification can be sent. Proposed to remove.
2) The callbackData mechanism is missing from the notifications in TS TerminalLocation. It is added to the Notifications data structures (SubscriptionCancellationNotification and SubscriptionNotification) and to the related examples.
3) The example for subscriptionCancellationNotification in 5.12.5.5.1 is not valid.
4) It is wrong to use the same clientCorrelator in different resources. Fixed.
5) It is useless to pass the same callbackData value in different notification subscriptions. Fixed. 
6) The HTTP headers in the examples that post Notifications to the client are wrong and not in line with TSs SMS and MMS. Fixed.
