Preferably, for the RESTful bindings of Parlay X, we should create one large identifiable set of consistent TSs (in other words, we should not create RESTv1 with a set of V1_0 TSs, RESTv2 with a set of V2_0 TSs, RESTv3 with a set of V3_0 TSs ,etc, where these sets do not overlap). Their [name] string will differentiate them, e.g. Common, Messaging, Presence, etc. Their version indicator would indicate the versioning of the document, not the versioning of the WID or the version of the Release; the WID name is not necessarily linked to the name of the Release it results in. We can continue to use version v1.0 for the ParlayREST v2 TS deliverables. We could then decide to include all the previous phase 1 deliverables in the phase 2 release, so that the latest release is all-inclusive and presents the latest status of all REST specifications. In this case, it would make sense to put a version number on the release that would be V2.0 (but the individual TS deliverables will still be V1.0). The ParlayRESTv2 ERELD and ETR will be related to the release as a whole and therefore share the version number with it. The ERELD v2.0 would consist of the v1.0 baseline, with material added for phase 2 of the work.
So for example, while developing, our package would look as follows:

· OMA-TS-ParlayREST-Common-v1_0-yyyymmdd-A (unchanged TS from ParlayRESTv1)
· OMA-TS-ParlayREST-Presence-v1_0-yyyymmdd-D (new TS)
· OMA-SUP-XSD_rest_common-v1_0-yyyymmdd-A (unchanged SUP from ParlayRESTv1)
· OMA-SUP-XSD_rest_presence-v1_0-yyyymmdd-D (new SUP)
· OMA-WP-Guidelines_for_ParlayREST_API_specifications-yyymmdd-A
· OMA-ETR-ParlayREST-V2_0-yyyymmdd-D
· OMA-ERELD-ParlayREST-V2_0-yyyymmdd-D
If there will be any CRs for ParlayRESTv1, these will result in:

· OMA-TS-ParlayREST-Common-v1_1-yyyymmdd-D (changed TS from ParlayRESTv1)
· OMA-SUP-XSD_rest_common-v1_1-yyyymmdd-D (changed SUP from ParlayRESTv1)
… and this would be included in the v1_0 Release as well as the v2_0 Release.

Note 1: The version in the XSD file names would V1_0 whereas the version in the namespace would be 1.

Note 2: The proposal above works if we decide to call the new Release V2_0 or V1_1. This is a separate decision that the group needs to make
