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1 Reason for Change

CR OMA-ARC-REST-2010-0073R01-CR_Echoing_response_decision_not_compliant_with__RFC_2616 has been agreed on 25 Feb 2010. This CR has two attachments, one suggesting “SHOULD” and one “SHALL”  for the proposed functionality. The group has agreed to take option 1 i.e. “SHALL” as the way forward.
Also, the CR states that the text in TS common needs to be reverted to a revised version of the text in INP OMA-ARC-REST-2010-0063-INP_Closing_proposal_for_echoing_issue. The change marks in #73R01 track these changes on top of INP #63. So, the proposed change was to replace the existing text in the TS by the updated text in CR #73R01.

CR #73R01 was however not implemented correctly due to a merge error.

This CR re-introduces the correct text on top of the latest revision of TS common (the one that has entered Candidate Approval Process).

5.6 Resource creation

Typically, a resource is created either following a POST request (to create a child of an existing resource that is addressed by the request), or following a PUT request (to create a new resource as addressed by the request). 
If a resource has been created on the server, the server SHALL return an HTTP response with a "201 Created" header and the Location header containing the location of the created resource, and SHALL include in the response body either a resourceReference element, or a representation of the created resource. Note that this allows the server to control the traffic. Further note that ParlayREST resource representations are designed in such a way that they include a self reference.
