Reason for Change

This CR addresses handling of a transactionStatus result of “denied” or “refused”. The proposed resolution is:

1. When a PUT on a previously created transaction is attempted, and the back-end system declines the request (denied or refused), the transactionStatus will be set to the appropriate state in the resource (and may be retrieved later using GET operation).

2. the returned HTTP status in all these cases will be set to HTTP 400 Bad Request, and instead of returning the resource representation, a RequestError representation will be returned, with an indication of a ServiceError of SVC0270 (Charge failed). A link to the resource matching the transactionId may be returned as part of RequestError.
3. A denied/refused transactionStatus does not apply to POST operations used to create a resource. However, in this case, the same HTTP 400 Bad Request will be returned, with the same ServiceException, but without a link to the resource (since none was created).
Changes are shown in the attached Payment-denied-refused.doc
R01 addresses typo and comments received from NSN. It also added an example to show PUT idempotence in amountReservation transaction, removed unnecessary optional parameters that were confusing in input requests (e.g. amountReserved), and performed the similar changes where needed in url-formencoded examples and JSON examples.
