· there was none. The following text is proposed by the authors of this CR: Note that if the file to be played is of format VoiceXML, this may include interactions on its own. These interactions are processed internally in the VoiceXML script and are not returned to the Application.
· collect ( collection in 5.3.3.
· replace “Audio Call” / “Call Notification” in flows by “Server (Audio Call)” / “Server (Call Notification)” 
· added “mediaType” field also to playConfig

The editorial note comment about the language code is not addressed in this revised CR and is proposed to be solved as part of a general discussion about language tags (also presence needs to make use of them).
