· When the terminal reachable status change the REST service on the server notifies the application using POST to the application supplied notifyURL.
· An application updates an individual subscription to reachable status change notification for the particular client by using PUT to resource URL containing the subscriptionId.
· When the terminal reachable status change the REST service on the server notifies the application using POST to the application supplied notifyURL.
· An application deletes a subscription to reachable status change notification and stop notifications for the particular client by using DELETE to resource URL containing the subscriptionId.
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
