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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the issue that in many (but not all) cases it makes sense that a call notification contains a link to the underlying call session to which it applies.
The cases where it makes sense are those when the actual client that receives a notification or owns a monitor has created the call session about to which the notification (or the callevent caught by the monitor) is related. In such cases, the inclusion of a link element to that call session is RECOMMENDED. 

The cases where it does not make sense are those when the call session has been created and is owned by other entities (another client, the system, another user). In these cases, no link is provided.

Another change is the option to use a resource URL as an alternative for callSessionIdentifier in subscriptions to MediaInteraction events (which only makes sense for own call sessions).
