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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution highlights some redundancy issues with the current way to keep the www-form-urlencoded parameter specification and examples in a separate appendix, and suggests a solution.
2 Summary of Contribution
This proposal suggests to inline the www-form-urlencoded examples and the normative specification of the www-form-urlencoded parameters in the POST sections of the main body of the TSs, rather than having them in a separate Appendix.
3 Detailed Proposal

Situation

Currently, the specification of the www-form-urlencoded parameters and the examples for request and response are kept in a separate Appendix. The drawback of this approach is redundancy: 

· the Response XML example is identical in the main body of the TS and the Appendix (only the request differs between XML and form-url-encoded
· the description of the actual function performed by the POST, and the ParlayX equivalent are redundant

· when doing the SCRs, ETR and profiling, it is error-prone to do the mapping between section in the main body (e.g. 5.5.5) and section in the Appendix (e.g. C.3) 

One slight advantage is that a developer that is only interested in the www-form-urlencoded format only needs to look at the appendix.

Suggested change
It is proposed to remove Appendix C, and to include the specification of the www-form-urlencoded parameters as well as the Request example into the main body of the TS. This would eliminate the redundancy.

Note that if we decide to go for that approach, the XML example extraction macro needs an update to cope with the new structure.

It is suggested to use this approach only for ParlayREST 2.0, i.e. for the new TSs, but also for those TSs that may be updated from Version 1.0, and included into the scope of ParlayREST 2.0 as V 1.1 documents. 

On top of the existing TS, the suggested alternative approach would look as follows (additions in red):

5.5.5 POST

This operation is used to add a participant to the call session.

Note: ParlayX SOAP equivalent is AddCallParticipant.

In the request, the client MAY use www-form-urlencoding for the resource representation. In this case, the request parameters are defined as follows:
