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1 Reason for Change

This CR suggests changing the behavior of the DELETE operation on individual call events in a call event monitor.

Currently, in order to fetch and remove a call event in the list, the client needs to issue a GET request followed by a DELETE request. This introduces twice as much traffic as needed in case the client intends to remove those events that have been read.
It is therefore proposed that DELETE returns a copy of the resource, rather than “204 No Content”.
This is in line with the RESTful way of terminating a call session via DELETE, and receiving the final status in the response of the DELETE command.

This operation is used to delete the information about a particular call event. Removing information about the call event does not affect in any way the underlying call session. The server MUST return in the response body the representation of the resource.
