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1 Reason for Change

Adding supported status codes: 406 & 415:
· 406(for primary content-type) / 415 (for subtype MIME)

· To support the following cases: 

· To refuse (Not Acceptable) Non-supported content-type for primary content-type and 415 for subtype of MIME )  
· For MIME multipart/xform-data, mismatching between the content-type and the body in the first part.

It also may be worth to discuss a related issue: do we need/want to add more detail to each supported status code, or do we need/want to add examples of when those would be used (that would be the object of an additional CR) – e.g.:

· 204 no content 
· Cases:

· POST Notification ( already stated in the specs)

· DELETE non-existing entity (e.g  SubscriptionId, for sms/mms/tl)

· Response body:  empty 

· 404 Not found 
· Cases : 

· Resource URI mismatch 

· non-existing resource for GET, POST

· Response body:  requestError with ServiceException . ( the same as e.g. MMS section 5.6.3.2.2, that’s a good example) 
· 409  Conflict

· Case : 


· POST method to insert a duplicated entity ( e.g. subscription for mms/sms/tl ) 

· Response body : requestError with ServiceException

· Mandatory field not exists in request

· No "attachments" allowed in REST WAP outboundWAPMessage request. ( this is specific for MMS spec). 

· Other input parameters error.
