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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes to add note related transfer for ParlayREST ThirdPartyCall in the TS document OMA-TS-ParlayREST_ThirdPartyCall-V1_0-20100707-D.doc.
In RESTful architecture, we can use four basic HTTP verbs(GET, POST, PUT, DELETE). Most single operations of Parlay X could be implemented by single HTTP verbs. If there are composite operations, composite operations would be implemented by combining several single HTTP verbs.
For example, “transfer operation of PX” transfers a call participant from source call session to destination call session. This transfer operation is a composite operation. Actually, the transfer operation means “DELETE” a participant from source session and “POST” the participant to destination session.

So, we need to add note to TS as below: 

Note: PX:TransferCallParticipant SHOULD be implemented by combining "POST" a participant to destination call session and "DELETE" the participant from source call session.
