1 Reason for Change

Introduced support for contact list sharing rules similar to Presence authorization models (support sharing with trustedUsers or contactListId, if members have entered their trustedIdentities).

The regular “memberId” can be anything – SP cannot guarantee/enforce that it could be used as a {userId} in the path – this is too restrictive. The case where a user wants to share its entire contact list with a member of the contact list is a rare case. SP will only grant such privileges if requests are coming from a verifiable identity. TrustedIdentity resource has been introduce with this purpose – and is added to both Member and Contact IF such Member or Contact is supposed to access a contact list that its owner wants to share with them.

If this is not acceptable, then we need to go back to the previous CR, where we only have trustedUsers (i.e. subscribers of the same SP where the userId is a subscriber)..
