5.4 Resource: Retrieval of contact lists

The resource used is: 
http://{serverRoot}/{apiVersion}/addresslistmgt/{userId}/contactLists?listDefiner={name1, name2, …}&memberDefiner={~none | name1, name2, …}
The userId must be percent-encoded according to [RFC3986]. 

This resource is used to retrieve all contact lists belonging to a user.


The following OPTIONAL feature is introduced to allow the client to control the amount of information returned in the response body to a GET method executed on Address List Management resources. This feature SHALL NOT be supported for POST, PUT and DELETE methods executed on Address List Management resources.

This feature specified the use of listDefiner as a URI variable that controls the information returned relative to the contact list, and the use of memberDefiner as a URI variable that controls the information returned relative to the members of the contact list. These URI variables can be used in conjunction or independently. These parameters SHALL not be in resourceURLs that are part of resource representations.
In case the feature is NOT supported, the Server SHALL ignore the URI variables listDefiner and memberDefiner, and SHALL return the default amount of information in GET response body.
