Comment:  The description of element “participant” in CallSessioninformation (common v1.1 .2.13) states:“The participants in this call. The first element in this list is considered to denote the “A-Party” (i.e. originator) of the call session.” Are there any special restrictions on removing (deleting or transferring) the A-Party from the call? 

Will the call end if the A-Party is removed?

What happens with charging if the A-Party is removed?

It is suggested to keep the handling of that case implementation specific.

The group is requested to decide whether or not a note should be put into the TSs 3PCall and Common 1.1 TSs in all the places where the A-party is mentioned, such as: 
“Note that the handling of the call session when the A-party leaves (i.e. continue, terminate) is implementation-specific.”

The group is requested to assign an action to the 3PCall editor to create CRs implementing this decision, in case an addition to the TSs is seen as beneficial.
