Comment: In Presence TS and index resource has been created to handle how to fetch a parent element without fetching the child elements. In ALM a URI variable “memberDefiner=~none” is used to solve the same matter. Investigate whether a common solution can be used.

Proposed Change: Update according to the result of the investigation.
	Status: CLOSED with No Action. Instead, the alignment of the solution that is mentioned in the comment will be done in Presence TS, and that will be done in a CR that will provide resolution for a similar CONRR comment J002.
AI REST-2010-A211: Vito, Michael to investigate and bring a CR as appropriate.


The comment that was initially writen for Address List Management recommends an alignment between ALM and Presence solutions. To align the solutions this CR proposes the following changes in the Presence TS:
1. The collection of resources presenceSource, presenceContact and presenceContactContent are renamed to presenceSources, presenceContacts and presenceContactsContent in order to align the naming with other collection resources.

2. The presenceSource/index resource is removed and instead a filter is added to the GET request on the PresenceSources resource. The reason is to align the solution between ALM and Presence that allows requestor to request the server to include a limited set of information in the response. In the GET request a filter “?presenceSourceFilter=presenceSourceMetaData” is added to request meta data about the Presence sources only and in that way suppress all Presence information. To allow for this solution the presence element in the presenceSource data type is made optional and a clarification text is added to state when the element is optional and when mandatory.
After the CR has been agreed, it is proposed to close AI REST-2010-A211.
