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1 Reason for Change

During discussions in ARC group about practical implementation for handling of elements of type “”xsd:anyType”, it was noted that some of the applications may not be prepared to handle any complex type. It’s been recommended to re-evaluate the current API solutions where this particular type is used and update the solution so it would be possible for an application to decide in advance whether it can handle requests with unknown complex type or not. This would also help that application responds properly in case it can not handle such requests.
Address List Management API, includes data structure “Attribute” which in turn includes an element called “value” of type “xsd:anyType” and therefore the API solution needs to be updated as described above.
R01: Small updates for element “any”.
R02: Small clarifications for element “any”.
R03: Small editorial changes for description of elements “value” and “any element”

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Changes for Attribute data structure
The proposed solution is to replace element “value” with a choice between two elements: “value” and “any element”. This would allow an application to choose to handle either simple types such strings or more complex types for the value of the attribute.

Note that element “any element” can be any element from any other namespace (schema) than the target namespace. Type of such element is defined by the schema implementing the element.
In XML implementations, element “any” must be qualified with the namespace prefix.


XSD modelling uses an optional “choice” to select either a value or <any element>, or none of them.
A root element named attribute of type Attribute is allowed in request and/or response bodies.
