We have compared MPEG-7 and MPEG-21. MPEG-7 is mainly used to describe the Content Metadata, and MPEG-21 is mainly used to exchange, access, consume, trade and manipulate digital item.
So, in the context of SCIDM, the main purpose is to define the Content Metadata, so MPEG-7 should be used, instead of MPEG-21.
About the SCR table item SCIDM-SCIDM3-REQ-001-M, it is not necessary to have dependencies on the 003 and 004. Because they are just optional parameters and it is not required to have them.

In the SCIDM Interfaces, the application specific metadata is conveyed by the structure ContentMetadata in the Content Registration transaction, Content Update transaction and Content Identification and Query transaction (Section 7).
Since MPEG-7 [MPEG-21] defines the technologies to describe the content metadata for the digital items, it is RECOMMENDED that the SCIDM Enabler uses the standard metadata schemes of MPEG-7 as the description language of the SCIDM Content Metadata.
