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1 Reason for Contribution

To improve the relationship between SEC and other OMA groups, several tasks need to be fulfilled. In some cases they are satisfactorily addressed, but there is no systematic approach.

This contribution proposes to officialise such tasks.

3 Detailed Proposal

The proposal is to define those tasks, and to put names in front of them. It appears simpler to divide the tasks in two categories, opening the possibility for two people per WI to take them over.

The first tasks, that of the 'security liaison' office, would cover mainly acting as an information channel:

- advanced information to SEC of requests from the WI group,

- information to SEC of progress on security-related matters

- information to the WI group of progress in SEC on tasks delegated or requested from SEC

The liaison officer can be somebody commonly attending either SEC or the WI group.

The second task aims at helping SEC to have the requested work to do. This includes e.g.:

- reporting to companies supporting the WI if resources are missing and that this jeopardizes deadlines

- ensuring that documents submitted to SEC in relation to the WI are presented by somebody

- in general following the progress of the work in SEC related to the WI.

This office should preferably be filled as soon as the WI is created, and from a delegate from one of the supporting companies.

This delegate does not need to participate all the time to SEC.

The two offices could be filled by the same or different people.

The list of names would be maintained in SEC, typically as a document in the 'general' page of the SEC part of the portal.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
