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1 Reason for Change

Current SUPL AD mandates the use of mutual authentication of SUPL Agent and a SLP using the TLS [TLS] protocol. However, the AD does not address the authentication of SUPL User (or the SET) to the SLP. Authentication of the SUPL User is mandated by the SUPL RD and is required for secure access to SUPL Services and charging by the SUPL provider. This CR proposes how mutual authentication must be performed between a SLP and a SUPL User.  SET (acting on behalf of the SUPL User) is proposed to perform a TLS  based mutual authentication similar to the authentication between the SPL and the SUPL Agent. However, an alternative implementation  of TLS is also proposed to address the feasibility problems of deploying public key certificates in SETs (per SUPL User) and the lack of current operator wide PKI (Public Key Infrastructure) deployments. 

Currently in IETF only standardised  TLS authentication mechanisms are authentication with public key certificates or the use of Kerberos [KERB]. Vodafone believes that both of these solutions would require significant amount of investment and administration to deploy by the 3GPP network operators who may wish to provide SUPL services. We propose that mutual authentication of the SET and the SLP must be possible using the 3GPP defined GBA (Generic Bootstrapping Architecture)/GBA (Generic Authentication Architecture)[GBA][GAA]. Mechanisms. 

The attached Input Contribution describes how GBA/GAA based mutual authentication is performed and the requirements to support this solution.

7.1 Authentication


TLS [TLS] SHALL be used to mutually authenticate a SLP and a SUPL User.  Mutual authentication SHALL be performed between a SET and a SLP as TLS protocol termination end points. SET SHALL act on behalf of the SUPL User via a SUPL Agent contained in the SET using the security credentials associated with the SUPL User, which is in turn provisioned by the SUPL Service Provider.
When SUPL Service implementation is realized using a 3GPP compliant SLPs, SETs or SUPL Agents, then mutual authentication using 3GPP GBA[GBA]/GAA[GAA] with Pre-Shared Key TLS SHALL  be supported in the SLP, SET or the SUPL Agent.
Note: TLS authentication with public key certificates SHALL also be supported for 3GPP compliant SUPL implementations.
