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1 Reason for Contribution

Current SUPL AD does not define any mechanism for authorization of SLPs to SETs. The attached CR (OMA-LOC-2005-0095-Authorization-in-SUPL) submitted to LOC WG defines a mechanism to enable SETs to check whether a certain SLP is authorized to provide location services. Without authorization of a SLP, location information of the SET can be sent to unauthorized SLP providers.

2 Summary of Contribution

The attached CR (OMA-LOC-2005-0095-Authorization-in-SUPL) submitted to LOC WG defines how an authorization list can be used to determine whether a SLP is authorized to perform SUPL services to the SET. SET checks the entries in this list before it attempts to connect to SLPs. This list could be considered as a “white” list where only allowed SLP addresses in FQDN form are configured.
