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1 Reason for Contribution

Attention is drawn to recent discussions in 3GPP SA3 about introducing protocol identifiers for protocols using GBA. In particular identifiers of OMA protocols using GBA may need to be defined, and it is suggested that OMA SEC should maintain this list. 
2 Summary of Contribution

At the most recent 3GPP SA3 meeting 12-15 September 2005, SA3 discussed introducing protocol identifiers for Ua protocols in GBA, in order to provide key separation between Ua protocols. (See a weakness identified in 3GPP SA3 S3-050565 and subsequent mitigation in contributions S3-050632 and S3-050633.) 

It is proposed in the latter document that a list of 5 octets be maintained to denote the Ua protocol, and those beginning with 0x03 be reserved for definition by OMA. It is therefore anticipated that OMA SEC should maintain a list of its corresponding protocol identifiers. 
3 Detailed Proposal

OMA SEC should anticipate maintaining a list of Ua protocol identifiers for OMA security protocols based on GBA. 
4 Intellectual Property Rights
