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1 Reason for Change

R01: Added Co-Signers

R02: Added Co-Signers

This issue has been discussed in both OMA LOC and OMA SEC, this change request is based on discussions of OMA SEC 158 and OMA LOC 526; it summarizes the latest proposed changes as a clean version in this document.  

The CR corrects the problem where the H-SLP address is not available on a UICC.  In Section 7.2, currently states the following, "If no H-SLP address can be found in the UICC the SET MUST NOT configure any H-SLP address in the SET..."   This text limits the end-user’s opportunity to use SUPL if the H-SLP address is not already configured in an UICC.  If the H-SLP address is not configured to the SET, then SUPL 1.0 will not work.  
This CR allows for the end-user to enjoy the benefits of SUPL by OPTIONALY providing the capability to store the H-SLP address in a secure location on the SET.  The main proposal, “In addition, the H-SLP address MUST be securely stored in an area on a 3GPP compliant UICC (USIM/SIM) or in an equivalently secure area of the SET. The secure area in the UICC or SET selected to store the H-SLP address MUST not be user changeable. If the H-SLP address is configured in the UICC, a SET MUST always read the H-SLP address from the UICC, otherwise, the SET MAY read the H-SLP address from the secure area on the SET.”

Other changes to the text add further clarification and corrections to grammar.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.2 Authorization in SUPL

Authorization in Non-Proxy mode is provided implicitly by using a derived authentication key (PSK_SPC_Key) with the serving SPC. Details of the key derivation can be found in Section 7.1.2
Authorization in Proxy mode is provided by the provisioning of the H-SLP address in the SET. This address MUST be in the form of a FQDN and SHOULD be securely provisioned by the Home Network of the SET. For 3GPP compliant implementations the SET MUST read the H-SLP address (in FQDN form) as a parameter “ADDR” under the “APPADDR/ADDR”  characteristic as specified in WAP PROVCONT [PROVCONT]. In addition, the H-SLP address MUST be securely stored in an area on a 3GPP compliant UICC (USIM/SIM) or in an equivalently secure area of the SET. The secure area in the UICC or SET selected to store the H-SLP address MUST not be user changeable. If the H-SLP address is configured in the UICC, a SET MUST always read the H-SLP address from the UICC, otherwise the SET MAY read the H-SLP address from the secure area on the SET. 
If  the H-SLP address can not be found in the secure storage area of the UICC or in the SET, the SET MUST present the SET User with an error message indicating that H-SLP address is not configured. The error messages MUST only be presented to the SET User when a Network initiated or a SET initiated SUPL session is triggered.

The SET MUST store the UICC_ID (USIM/SIM) against the H-SLP address configurations. The SET MUST check that the same UICC (i.e., UICC_ID) is present when it powers on or when the SUPL service is requested for the first time after power on. If a new UICC is detected by the SET all previous H-SLP settings MUST be removed from the SET and all previous H-SLP settings MUST be replaced by the H-SLP addresses stored in the new UICC. 

For 3GPP2 implementations the H-SLP address MUST be securely provisioned in the UIM or R-UIM.

Implementations MUST ensure that the address of the Home SLP cannot be changed via applications that are downloaded to the SET after the manufacturer software installation of the SET. 

For SET initiated SUPL operations, the SET MUST always contact the H-SLP using the address configured in the SET. The SET MUST NOT directly initiate a SUPL session with an SLP that is not configured as the H-SLP.
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
