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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA SEC is currently a developing a first version of common security functions enabler. Currently, the requirements document and architecture document don’t involve the Secure Online Transaction mechanism. However, the Secure Online Transaction is one very important feature for the mobile phone, and many mobile services involve in the secure online transaction. 
So, as the WID focusing on the application layer common function, SEC-CF should take it into account.

2 Summary of Contribution

The secure online transaction is involved in many mobile services, and the SEC-CF should define the mechanism.
3 Detailed Proposal
In OMA, a lot of mobile services are involved in the whole process of the end to end mobile communication. During the process, there are many transactions which should be secure. 

For example, in the OMA GS WG, two end-users playing the same game maybe transact some virtual goods to each other during gaming. If so, the system should keep the transaction secure. 
In the BAC DLDRM, the end-user downloading some material will transact directly with the Service Provider.
All the above transactions are the end-to-end online transactions. 
In the Location, the location requestor maybe ask for on-line electronical material with more clear information (such as one picture, video stream or map) from Service Provider or the located-object during  locating another user.
In order to keep such transaction secure, the SEC-CF should help provide not only the end-to-end authentication capabilities, but also more overall mechanism.
