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1 Reason for Change

The bootstrap mechanism is used to initialize a device. The bootstrap message can convey one or several management objects but the primary purpose of the bootstrap message is to vehicle the DMAccount. In this way, the Root Certificates MO is a second management object that needs to be “serialized” and thus there is a need of the optional TNDS  (Tree and Description Serialization) specification.

This contribution proposes to fix that bug introducing two normative references and some additional text in section 5.
