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1 Reason for Contribution

QUALCOMM is considering specifying that SUPL 2.0 SUPL INIT messages with Null protection level not include the Protection Level parameter. 
2 Summary of Contribution

A SUPL 1.0 SET that receives a SUPL 2.0 SUPL INIT message should have the ability to decode at least the SUPL 1.0 mandatory fields in that SUPL INIT message. In particular, a SUPL 1.0 SET should have the ability to decode the SUPL version number field in a SUPL 2.0 SUPL INIT message. This suggests that SUPL 2.0 SUPL INIT messages should use the same ASN.1 encoding for SUPL 1.0 SUPL INIT mandatory fields, so that a SUPL 1.0 SET can decode at least the SUPL 1.0 mandatory fields. Adding another mandatory field for SUPL 2.0 SUPL INIT is likely to change the ASN.1 encoding, thus preventing a SUPL 1.0 SET from decoding a SUPL 2.0 SUPL INIT message.

The current proposal for SUPL 2.0 SUPL INIT messages introduces a new mandatory Protection Level parameter that is not mandatory for SUPL 1.0 SUPL INIT messages. This is likely to change the ASN.1 encoding, introducing the problem mentioned in the previous paragraph.

QUALCOMM is proposing that the Protection Level parameter be made an optional parameter. The following section describes the conditions for presence of the parameter, and the interpretation of the presence of the parameter.
3 Detailed Proposal

At the H-SLP, the Protection Level parameter should be made an optional parameter in SUPL 2.0 SUPL INIT, where the conditions for including the parameter are as follows:
· The Protection Level parameter is not present when the level of SUPL INIT protection is Null.
· The Protection Level parameter is present when the level of SUPL INIT protection is any level other than Null.
At the SUPL 2.0 SET, the presence of the Protection Level parameter in a SUPL 2.0 SUPL INIT message should be interpreted as follows:

· If the Protection Level parameter is not present, then the level of SUPL INIT protection is Null.
· If the Protection Level parameter is present, then the level of SUPL INIT protection is determined by the value of Protection Level parameter.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
