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1 Overview

OMA Security WG would like to thank ITU-T SG 17 for their LS on Collaboration in the work on global cybersecurity. 
After reviewing the provided material, OMA SEC has recognized a number of on going work items within the Open Mobile Alliance that seem to align with the topics outlined in the ITU-T action plan. Since many of the identified work items are owned by other working groups of OMA, SEC WG has forwarded the ITU-T LS to all the related parties for review and comments.

The identified work items are the following:

· Spam Reporting, responsible working group: OMA CD
· Provides a method for the end user to report messages suspected being SPAM.

· Categorization based content screening (CBCS), published enabler

· CBCS Enabler is used to screen Content, independent of either the Resource (e.g. device) that is used to request screening, or to which Content is being pushed, or the Enabler or protocol that is used to deliver the Content to the Resource (e.g. device).
· Security Common Functions (SEC-CF), responsible working group: OMA SEC
· Provides a set of recommendations to harmonize the security solutions across OMA.
· Secure Content Identification Mechanism , responsible working group: OMA SEC

· Provides a method to track and identify content transmitted on the network.

· Push to talk over cellular, responsible working group: OMA PoC
· Provides messaging services including priority services for selected subset of subscribers in special circumstances (e.g. rescue workers, police etc. during disasters recovery). National security, public safety, crisis management.
2 Proposal

OMA SEC WG hopes to continue to collaborate with ITU-T to align and co-ordinate the cross SDO security activities related to the Global Cybersecurity initiative. 
3 Requested Action(s)

1. OMA SEC WG asks that the working groups that own the identified enablers will provide more details to ITU-T in their own LS reply. 
2. OMA SEC WG requests that ITU-T SG17 keeps OMA SEC WG informed in the progress of the Global Cybersecurity work.
