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1 Reason for Contribution

Currently the term "ME" is used though-out the draft RD document. Within OMA a more comprehensive definition of the term "device" exists which provides more flexibility within the use cases and scenarios of the SCWS. Therefore G&D proposes to replace ME in all "occurrences" in the draft RD by "device".

2 Summary of Contribution

Request to replace "ME" by "device" within the draft SCWS RD document.

3 Detailed Proposal

The current definition of the term device within OMA reads:

In this context, a Device is a voice and/or data terminal that uses a Wireless Bearer for data transfer.  Device types may include (but are not limited to): mobile phones (GSM, CDMA, 3GSM, etc.), data-only terminals, PDAs, laptop computers, PCMCIA cards for data communication, unattended data-only Devices (e.g., vending machines), and smart cards if associated with these Devices. If within a particular context an associated smart card should not be regarded as part of a Device this is marked explicitly.
In order to have a clear distinction and clarification that the smart card as such is not considered as "device" within the SCWS RD document it is proposed to add the following definition of device to the RD document.

In this context, a Device is a voice and/or data terminal that uses a Wireless Bearer for data transfer.  Device types may include (but are not limited to): mobile phones (GSM, CDMA, 3GSM, etc.), data-only terminals, PDAs, laptop computers, PCMCIA cards for data communication and unattended data-only Devices (e.g., vending machines). Smart cards are not considered as part of the device within the context of the Smart Card Web Server.
