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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution higlight an issue we can encounter and propose a wording to be included in the SCWS TS in the Connectivity section (BIP usage). 
It addresses possible concurrency issues between a SCWS connected to the terminla using the BIP protocol, and another CAT application. As BIP catch the pro-active handler, no other card application will be able to use it and able to perform pro-active commands.

2 Summary of Contribution

The aim of the document is to request for a specific behaviour in the SCWS to suspend itself and lets other application execute as prioritary applications. 
This behaviour should be mandatory.

This behaviour was proposed by G&D during the ETSI SCP ad’hoc meeting addressing the connectivity solution for the SCWS.
“The incoming SMS PP is forwarded to the toolkit applet “Notify”. During the BIP data transfer the “Notify” applet cannot immediately access the proactive handler. The “Notify” applet registers itself for the “proactive handler available”. The Java framework passes the proactive handler immediately after the next TERMINAL RESPONSE (i.e. after some hundred milliseconds) to the “Notify” applet. The “Notify” applet can now process the SMS PP Data Download. After some hundred milliseconds the DISPLAY TEXT command with the notification message can be issued by the “Notify” applet.”
3 Detailed Proposal

6.1.1 SCWS usage of BIP

When the SCWS is started it SHALL open a BIP channel by sending the “Open channel related to UICC server mode” to the terminal as described in [BIP] with following parameters:

· Port number 20080 for HTTP or 20443 for HTTP over TLS

As a result the terminal shall listen on the indicated TCP port, shall inform the SCWS when a client connects to this TCP port and manage the exchange of data between the SCWS and the connectiong application as described in BIP.

When an application in the terminal connects to the SCWS and data is exchanged the SCWS may open an additional BIP channel, as above in order to allow another application in the terminal to connect to the SCWS at the same time. This will allow the SCWS to communicate with several terminal applications at the same time, since a BIP channel is used to communicate with only with one application at a time.

The SCWS MUST be able to communicate over HTTP and HTTP over TLS at the same time. This implies that the terminal MUST be able to support the opening of at least two BIP channels in server mode at the same time.

The SCWS using the BIP ETSI feature will preempt the proactive handler while sending pages objects, and SHALL implement a mechanism to let other SAT application to run without waiting for the end of the SCWS browsing session.

5 Recommendation

It is kindly asked to the group to include this behaviour in the SCWS TS to resolve concurrency issue.
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
