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1 Overview

The SCP REQ concurrency requirement
“This connectivity solution shall not prevent CAT sessions from operating simultaneously with the SCWS sessions”
applies for the SCWS, when a local client is connected with the SCWS through the BIP protocol (e.g. HTTP over BIP and BIP as “TCP, UICC in Server Mode”).
OMA SEC SCT works on solutions to fulfil this concurrency requirement for the SCWS.

2 Proposal

OMA SEC SCT proposes a mechanism for the SCWS to resolve the concurrency issues. The concept relies on a cooperative behaviour of the SCWS at application level. The SCWS application itself shall check in a cooperative way at the latest before sending the next proactive command, if another CAT application with higher processing priority is registered. If this is the case the SCWS releases its ProactiveHandler and the registered CAT application with higher processing priorities can be executed (please refer to OMA-SCT-2006-0035R01-SCWS-Concurrency for a more detailed description of the concept).
