6 Detailed Change Proposal

Addition of a bullet in the chapter 13.2.2
The full administration protocol enables the use of a standard web server as the remote administration server implementation. The full administration protocol (and its card administration agent) has the following characteristics:

· Based on a reliable and efficient end to end connected transport protocol: TCP/IP (eventually over BIP)

· Based on an industry standard security layer: TLS

· Card administration agent is a real HTTP Client and is in charge to manage connection establishment between the remote administration server and the SCWS.

· Card administration agent is able to encapsulate and transparently transport any HTTP exchange between the two servers.

· Card administration agent is responsible of retry and reconnection management in case of communication break down.

· Card administration agent is able to auto initiate the connection to the remote adminstration server based on local events (internally generated by the card or provided by the terminal the card is connected to), and rules set previouslly (e.g.: by the remote administration server). 

Description of used connection parameters when the administration connection is not triggered by an SMS
13.3.2.5 Auto and local triggering of an administration session

The admin session can be triggered by a local event (time based or new IMEI …). 

In this case the parameters to use to connect the remote administration server shall be default ones or parameters linked to the event that triggered the admin session (this parameters are stored in a proprietary way). 
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
