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1 Overview

OMA SEC SCT has specified security protocols in the SCWS specification. The SCWS SHALL implement theTLS as described in [OMA-TLS-Profile] and also support TLS extensions, especially TLS negociation. We require the HTTP client to support TLS negotiation of a smaller maximum fragment length due to memory limitations.
2 Proposal

OMA SEC SCT proposes to make mandatory the client negotiation of a smaller maximum fragment length, which will be formulated as follows:
11.1.1 Supported TLS extensions 

It may be desirable for the SCWS to negotiate a smaller maximum fragment length due to memory limitations or bandwidth limitations. This extension enables the usage of the following fragment length (when the default value is 2^14):

   2^9(1), 2^10(2), 2^11(3), 2^12(4), (255)

· The card administration agent MAY use the Maximum Fragment Length Negotiation as defined in [RFC 3546].

· The administration server SHALL support the Maximum Fragment Length Negotiation as defined in [RFC 3546] and SHALL accept fragment length down to the minimum of 512 bytes. 

· A HTTP client connecting to the SCWS SHALL use the Maximum Fragment Length Negotiation.

· The SCWS SHALL support Maximum Fragment Length Negotiation as defined in [RFC 3546] and SHALL accept fragment length down to the minimum of 512 bytes.
