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1 Overview

OMA SCT thanks ETSI SCP TEC for the ongoing work on the SCWS (Smart Card Web Server) API. 

OMA SCT has agreed a Change Request for the SCWS that allows to trigger and execute "interception applications" before the request is served by the SCWS. 
With this liaison OMA SCT would like to inform SCP TEC about this change request and kindly request SCP TEC to specify an API that also allows this use case.

2 Proposal

OMA SCT distinguishes between an "interception application" and a "content providing application". 

An "interception application" intercepts a request to e.g. log information or do some accounting. It does NOT respond to the request. When the interception application finished (to be more precise: when all interception applications, that match the request-URL, finished) the SWCS serves the request (as it would do in the case that no interception application is present).

An interception application should be able to access the Request-URI, the HTTP-Version, the Request-Method and the Header-Fields. It should NOT be permitted to access the message-body. And it should also NOT be able to set parameters for the response.

OMA-SCT has specified two administration commands for the SCWS to map and unmap an application to a path. The "map command" maps an appid (the identifier used by the application when it has been registered to the SCWS) to a path. An optional parameter in the map-command informs the SCWS if the mapped application is an "interception application" or a "content providing application". 


Please note that it is possible to map the same application to several paths. As an example, if an application is mapped to "/apps/*" and also to "/faq/index.xhtml" it would be triggered when the Request-URL starts with "/apps", but also when the URL is "/faq/index.xhtml".

The attached document, which is an extract of the specification, explains the concept of interception applications in more detail.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA SCT kindly asks ETSI SCP TEC to consider the proposal and to provide API methods accordingly.

The administration commands (map/unmap) are not available until the application has been registered to the SCWS.  Therefore ETSI SCP TEC should also provide a mechanism to allow an application to map to a path. This mechanism shall include the ability (for the smart card issuer and for a 3rd party authorized by the smart card issuer) to control the mapping.
