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1. Overall Description:

ETSI SCP TEC thanks OMA SEC-SCT for the LS on Smarcard Webserver in document SCPt070011. In this LS several requests where made to TEC to be considered in the development of the SCWS API for Java Card™. In our understanding the main request is to provide a mechanism in the API to map/unmap an application to a path, and to indicate that it is an “Interceptor application” as defined in the OMA-TS-Smartcard-Web-Server-V1_0-20061218-D specification. This is a new feature that is not reflected in the requirements for the SCWS API in ETSI TS 102 412, however we think it is possible to provide a technical solution.

Our understanding is that OMA provides in their specification a mechanism to map/unmap an application from a remote server via http based Admin commands to a path. OMA requested ETSI SCP TEC to provide an additional mechanism for the same feature. What kind of mechanism is requested ?

· An API mechanism for the applications to map/unmap itself to a path at any time or at installation time only. 

· Install parameters for the existing applications installation commands.

· A new APDU command

· Information provided in a file

· Or some other mechanism

You write in your LS in §3 in the last sentence “This mechanism shall only be available to the smart card issuer and authorized 3rd parties”. 
· How do we identify that an application belongs to the card issuer or to an authorized 3rd party?

· Is this connected to concepts in GlobalPlatform, e.g. the application belong to the Issuer Domain or to an 3rd party Security Domain ?

· How can “authorized 3rd party” be mapped to a GlobalPlatform mechanism ?

SCP TEC asks OMA SEC-SCT to:

· consider  providing the necessary input to the next SCP REQ meeting in order to introduce the requirement for the “Interceptor Application” into TS 102 412.

· confirm that our understanding of your request is correct

· give some input or guidance on the question above
