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1 Reason for Change

The purpose of this CR is to define Retry counter tag as TLV. In the existing version, we always have to use the Retry counter which is present in the SMS, even if Configuration Resource URL is present. This change allows to homogenize the TLV format of parameter tags and to retrieve parameter in the default configuration resource defined by the card issuer or in the resource, if Configuration Resource URL is present.
